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In the past year I completed the process for certification in Camp and Retreat Ministries. This involved completing 8 courses for Camp and Retreat professionals. These eight courses were: Articulating Mission, Value, and Role, Biblical and Theological Foundations, Program Design, Leadership and Personnel, Development, Non-Profit Business Management, Site Management, and a Capstone presentation tying all elements together.  My certification was recommended by the Board of Ordained Ministry and affirmed at clergy session during Annual Conference. 
I also attended the American Camp Association national event held in Portland in March of 2022. I attended 4 workshops with content around Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (2), Leadership development, and Working with Difficult situations. 
My on-going spiritual formation includes: regular worship attendance, participation in two covenant groups (Camp executives and clergy of OR-ID), as well as daily reading and prayer. 
In the coming year I will be leading a course at our National Camp and Retreat Leaders event on Land Acknowledgment, and I will be co-teaching the Articulating Mission, Value, and Role as part of the Compass Points program that is the certification program for Camp and Retreat Professionals.
I will also be participating in a Clergy Leadership Roundtable for Judicatory leaders, led by Margaret Marcuson. This monthly gathering of a small group of judicatory leaders helps those participating in assessing matters of ministry through a family systems approach. I am looking forward to working with and learning from others about this approach.  
I will look for additional professional development opportunities as well as Spiritual formation.
